
Welcome to the Kindle Tutorial! This tutorial will help you 
find and download Kindle Books for your Amazon Kindle 
from the Chandler Public Library. 



The first step is to access the Greater Phoenix Digital Library. Move the 
cursor over the “Read” bar and click on “Downloadable Books” from 
the submenu. 



Next, click on either green “Download Books” icons. 



Greater Phoenix Digital Library will open in a new window. 
Maximize the window to see all the page’s contents. 



There are three ways to search for a Kindle Book. One is 
to type an author’s name or book title in the Search Box 
and select “Kindle Books 



Another search option is to browse through all the 
Kindle Books by selecting “View all Kindle Books.” 



Another way to search for a book is by selecting “Advanced Search…” 



You can narrow your results by typing in the title, creator, format, language, 
subject, etc. of the book.  



To check out a book, click on “Add to Book Bag.” 



Then click on “Proceed to Checkout.” 



From here, you will need to sign in by selecting 
“Chandler Public Library.” 



Then you will need to enter your Chandler 
Public Library card number (with no spaces) 
and your 4-digit PIN. 



You have the option of borrowing the book for 7days 
or 14 days. 

To check the book out, click on “Confirm Check Out.” 



To download the book, click on “Get for Kindle.” 



Amazon’s website will open in a new window. 

If you have Wi Fi, you can choose to download the book to the 
computer or directly to your Kindle. Click on “Get library book.” 
If you’re not signed in to your Amazon Account, you’ll be asked 
to do sign in once  you select “Get library book.” 



The book will download onto the 
home page of your Kindle.  

If the book doesn’t download 
to the home page and appears 
in your Archived Items, don’t 
panic. All this means is you’re 
not connected to a wireless 
network.  
 
To fix this, go to your Menu 
from your home page, select 
“Settings” then view your Wi Fi 
Settings. From here, connect to 
a local wireless network. Once 
you’re connected, the Kindle 
Book will be downloaded to 
the home page. 



If a book you want isn’t available, you can place it on 
hold by clicking “Place a Hold.” 



You will need to enter and confirm your e-mail 
address. Then click “Place a Hold.” 

When the book becomes available, you will receive an 
e-mail letting you know you can download the book. 
You have 2 days to download the book before it’s 
returned to the catalog.  



If you want to cancel a hold, visit “My Digital 
Holds” from “My Account.” 



To delete the hold, click “Remove.” 



If you have any questions, click on “Help” located at the 
top of the screen, or visit “My Help,” located on the right-
hand side of the screen.
